It was while we were in Melbourne for a weekend, celebrating Christine’s birthday in June, 
we took a drive up to the Dandenongs for the afternoon. We dropped into the railway 
station at Belgrave, just as the steam train arrived full of families after an enjoyable days 
outing through the mountains. 

We drove on and arrived at the village of Sassafras. On the way into the village, on a hill 
on the left, was an old church operating as Brother Jon’s scone café. We drove through 
the village and decided to turn around and drop into Brother Jon’s, find a warm corner and 
enjoy a hot coffee and a plate of scones, strawberry jam and cream. 

As we parked the car we noted an old man, bent over from time, standing inside the 
closed door welcoming us inside. Pleasant enough, we thought; this will be good. Once we 
walked in the side door where he stood, we noticed the church was set up as a wedding 
venue, white benches lined up facing the front. The place was also available for weddings 
as well as a scone. 

He shuffled along in front of us through the warm café, past the pretend log fire which 
regardless was nice and warm, through a pair of French doors outside to a covered 
outdoors patio area enclosed by café blinds. It was bloody freezing; this was a day where 
it was blowing a very cold wind at about 35 knots directly from the South Pole! We sat at a 
table covered by disgustingly grubby white tablecloth, spotted with breakfast, morning tea 
and lunch stains of the day! We simply brushed the larger lumps off onto the floor before 
we sat down!  

As I sat down I told Christine I was going to the car to get my coat as the 2 electric heaters 
in this area made little difference. As I walked through the warm café, which held no 
customers at the probably 20 table’s setup with all the trimmings, I told the old guy we 
were cold and could we sit inside. He replied, “No. It was all setup for the wedding”, Oh 
well. It was worth asking, I thought. 

I came back with my coat and Christine was cold as the café blind did not meet the garden 
bed which was about waist high. The wind was coming straight through and hitting us in 
the back! We asked if could move tables. He reluctantly moved us to another equally dirty 
table, “next to the heater”! We wondered why we were not seated here in the first place!? 

We sat for a couple of minutes. We were the only customers in the entire place. Another 
couple were soon escorted through the French doors and sat close to us. They were 
obviously cold and soon walked inside, asked the obvious question and were seated at a 
table on the other side of the windows from us enjoying the warmth! 

We also walked in and demanded to be seated inside as well. He grumbled and cleared a 
table of all the bling wedding stuff and let us sit. He resumed his place at the closest table 
to the fire with his back to it. Christine and I, and the other couple, sat about 6 metres 
away from the fire, but it was a lot better than outside! 

By this time the old boy was getting agitated with us as we were obviously nuisance 
customers, the type we all know, put on this earth for one reason, to be a pain in the bum 
of Brother Jon! The coffee and scones arrived, very nice they were too. We spoke to the 
other couple who could not believe the old guys behavior either. Her coffee had arrived 
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and she had finished it. As their scones arrived he asked if he could have his coffee as he 
would love the have it with his scones. The old guy asked if he was sure he did not have 
it? I suggested he check his pockets. 

The conversation/banter went back and forward between us, the customers. The other guy 
asked, as a matter of course, “Oh, when is the wedding? Is it tonight?” The answer – “In a 
couple of weeks”. 

Imagine how we all felt, all the drama about the place being set up for a wedding. We were 
there to get warm and enjoy the pleasant environment!
